The course includes elective options to study either the internationally
recognised IATA/UFTAA Consultant or Foundation Diploma, or to engage in a
practical module for the setup and operation of an |ATA accredited travel agency
business. These options provide additional practical career pathways into Senior
Travel Consulting or Ownership within NZ or overseas.
